     (10) One day Quasimodo is brutally beaten, and he sees that Frollo does not do nothing to come to his aid.  (11) Only Esmerelda, the woman Frollo secretly loves, helped the hunchback.

     (12) Later, Quasimodo returns the favor.  (13) When Esmerelda is falsely imprisoned on a charge of witchcraft, Quasimodo comes to her assistance and fights to protect her from Frollo, the mob, and from the court officers.
