SUPREME COURT CASES
1) Marbury v. Madison (1803)- established judicial review
2) McCulloch v. Maryland (1819)- established Congressional authority over states
· Federal laws take precedent over state laws
3) Gibbons v. Ogden (1824) – gave Congress authority to regulate interstate commerce (trade)
THE SUPREME COURT’S DEALINGS WITH RACE
4) Plessy v. Ferguson (1896) – established separate-but-equal
5) Brown v. Board of Education of Topeka (1954) – overturned Plessy v. Ferguson
· declared racial segregation in public schools unconstitutional- forced schools to integrate
6) The Heart of Atlanta Motel, Inc. v. United States (1964) – struck down racial segregation
· said that the Civil Rights Act of 1964 was Constitutional
7) Swann v. Charlotte-Mecklenburg Board of Education (1971) – upheld forced busing
8) Korematsu v. United States (1944) – upheld exclusion orders
· Japanese Americans were forced into internment camps during WWII because of an executive order by President Roosevelt
SUPREME COURT CASES DEALING WITH RIGHTS
9) Mapp v. Ohio (1961) – upheld search warrants
· evidence illegally obtained could NOT be used in court
10) Gideon v. Wainwright (1963) – gave accused the right to have a lawyer(legal representation)
11)    Miranda v. Arizona (1966) – required “rights to be read” to those 
arrested

· “you have the right to remain silent…”

12) Texas v. Johnson (1989) – allowed flag burning as “free speech”
13) Engel v. Vitale (1962) – struck down school prayer
14) Tinker v. Des Moines School District (1969) – allowed students to protest 

· students wore black armbands to protest Vietnam War

15) New Jersey v. T.L.O. – upheld searches and seizures

· 14 year old student caught smoking and authorities searched her purse and bookbag and found marijuana

16) Furman v. Georgia (1972) – ended capital punishment

· Supreme Court ruled that Capital Punishment was “cruel and unusual

17)  Gregg v. Georgia (1976) – reversed Furman v. Georgia decision
