(11) His search for a better life leads him through many sorrows, but by learning from his mistakes, he places himself closer to his goal. (12) Not until he finds his son, and then loses his son, does he actually find the truth in all of the teachings.

(13) Siddharthas search for inner peace is what fills this novel with life.        (14) His discovery of himself and Nirvana show how man can achieve great things if he never quits. (15) We can all learn from our mistakes, just like Siddhartha.
